Time Commitment: One service per weekend 
The Role


Primary Role:  Operate camera for weekend services

Primary Skills: Steady hands, ability to frame shots quickly, awareness of service flow

The Responsibilities


Pre-Production

(CALL TIME: 5:25PM on Saturday and 8:55AM or 10:45AM on Sunday

(Check camera and make sure tripod is level and set to your liking

(Check in with Video Producer or Director to let them know you are present

(Check to see if there are any special elements that impact you

(Participate in Technical Meeting—5:30PM on Saturday or 9:00AM on Sunday

(Make notes of special service items

(ALL CAMERA OPERATORS NEED TO WEAR DARK CLOTHING.

Production

(Be on camera and ready 10 minutes prior to service

(Always do an intercom check prior to service start

(Always go in tight and focus

(Get shots for the director without being told.  Be aware of what is on screen to keep from duplicating shots.  This really helps things go faster and smoother.

(Remain calm and focused during services even if you mess up

Post-Production

(Communicate to the Video Producer if you had problems with the equipment

(Ask for clarification or help if you struggled with anything that was asked of you

(Be ready to receive feedback from the Director or Video Producer regarding your job performance

Miscellaneous

(Be ready to help train any new crew members
