The Role


Primary Role:  Execute pre-programmed light cues and manual lighting cues for services

Primary Skills: An excellent understanding of service flow and a sensitive spirit

Pre-Production

(CALL TIME: VARIES ON EACH CAMPUS

(Make sure you understand all light cues 

(Make sure you understand flow of service

(Take note of House Light changes that are listed in Order of Service

(Participate in Technical Meeting 

(Walk through any complicated elements with the House Producer

Production

(10 minutes prior to service start time be in position

(Execute cues for service

(Remain focused on song transitions and upcoming cues (it is easy to get lost in the flow)

(Quickly communicate any errors or trouble to House Producer

(Remain calm and focused during services even if you mess up

Post-Production
(Ask for clarification or help if you struggled with anything that was asked of you

(Be ready to receive feedback from the Director or House Producer regarding your job performance

Miscellaneous

(Be ready to help train any new crew members

(Be Flexible

(You have the ability to set the mood and tone of the service.  Be smooth and pay attention to “moments” in the service
