The Role



Primary Role:  Responsible for all video that plays on screens for services.

Primary Skills: An excellent understanding of service flow, ability to multi-task, ability to hit precise cues, comfortable with video playback technologies.
The Responsibilities


Pre-Production

(CALL TIME: TBD

(Make sure you know and check each video roll-in element 

(Check Switcher inputs and verify that everything looks correct on screen 

(Make sure you know where in the service each video element is to go

(Create system so you know when to cue each element

(Coordinate cues with Producer and Audio 

(Walk through any complicated elements with the Producer 

(Be sure you know what goes on the screen for every moment of the service 

(Participate in the Tech Meeting on Sunday morning. 

Production

(10 minutes prior to service start time be in position

(Execute cues for service

(Remain focused on upcoming cues (it is easy to get lost in the flow)

(Quickly communicate any errors or trouble to the Producer

(Remain calm and focused during services even if you mess up

Post-Production
(Ask for clarification or help if you struggled with anything that was asked of you

(Give feedback of any unclear cues or things that could improve production

(Be ready to receive feedback from the Producer regarding your job performance

Miscellaneous

(Be ready to help train any new crew members

(Be Flexible

(Be very focused on precise cues and pay attention to what is live and what is not
